Some NOTES before we start:

A. UK crochet terms are used throughout & will fit a ladies UK shoe size 6-8

B. The Ladies’ Croc-Trimmed Slippers are designed to be a stylish house slipper - select yarns that include some acrylic
or nylon to increase wear.

C. They take me around 5 hours to finish

D. Have also been made using worsted weight yarn and a 6mm hook

E. I use Chainless Starting and Foundation Crochet in a ot of my patterns - they are both well worth learning ©

You will need....
Approx 273-330yds of DK weight yarn — whatever colour(s) you like, but about half in each colour. (Meterage is more

important than weight, as different yarns weigh differently).
Tests have been done using:
Cascade 220 - 70m/77y/69g of main colour, 78m/86y/77g C2.
Wendy Mode DK - 105m/114y/39g of main colour, 101m/110.5y/37g of C2
Red Heart Super Saver Solids in 10ply (using a 4mm/G hook) <200yrds of each colour.
Berocco Comfort DK Solids — approx. 150 yards — 4mm/G hook - final size = US 9
Bernat Satin Solids - Worsted (weight-4), 100 yds main color, 80 yds C2- 6mm/J Hook - Final Size US 8-9
(Wide)

2 matching Buttons - each should be 1.5-2cm (% - 17) wide
Yarn needle

Crochet Hook: 5.5mm (I) or size required to achieve gauge.

Gauge: 7 dc, 9 rows = 5cm (2”)square
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UK Techniques/abbreviations required...

Back Post Half Treble Crochet (BPhtr) Skip (sk)

Front Post Half Treble Crochet (BPhtr) Slip Stitch (sl st)

Half Treble Crochet (htr) Stitch(es) (st, sts)

Turning Chain (tc) - not counted as a stitch V Stitch (tr, ch 1, tr in indicated stitch)
Chain (ch) Crocodile Scale (Croc)

Chainless Starting Half Treble Crochet (CShtr) Color 1 (C1)

Chainless Starting Treble Crochet (CStr) Color 2 (C2)

Treble Crochet (tr)

Double Crochet (dc)

I always recommend making pairs in tandem - that is, work both items up to section breaks, so that you end up with identical results,

AND you're also more likely to complete your pair of slippers!

NOTE: For instructions and video tutorials on any of these techniques/stitches, [ recommend mooglyblog.com
NOTE 2: When changing colors, join new color by following the process shown in this video or follow these instructions:
When the pattern calls for a colour change, to make it as neat as possible, work the last stitch of the previous colour all but the last yo

and ‘through’. Instead, yo and pull the new colour through the last time for the previous stitch. This will give your stripes definition
and a beautiful finish
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How to make your Ladies’ Croc-Trimmed
Slippers:

Soles: Make 2 the same.
Start with the soles of the slippers (make 2) - Ch1 is NOT counted as a single crochet throughout:

With Main Color (C2):

Row 1. Ch 5, dc in 2nd ch from hook (counts as dc) and in each of next 3 dc. Turn. (4 dc)
Row 2. Tc. 2 dc in first st.
Dc in each of next 2 st.
2 dc in last st. Turn. (6 dc)
Row 3.  Tc. 2dcin 1% st.
Dc in next 4 st.
2 dc in last st. Turn. (8 dc)
Rows 4 — 22: Tc. Dc in each st across.
Turn. Add a stitch marker just in from each end of row 21. (8 dc)
Row 23. Tec. 2dcin 1% st.
Dc in next 6 st.
2dc in last st. Turn. (10 dc)
Rows 24-33: Tc. Dc in each st across. Turn. (10 dc)
Row 34.  (Begin decrease for toe). Tc. Dcin 1% st.
Sk 1 st. Dc in next 6 st.
Sk 1 st. Dc in last st. Turn. (8dc)
Row 35. Tc.Dcin 1% st.
Sk 1 st. Dc in next 4 st.
Sk 1 st. Dc in last st. Turn. (6dc)
Row 36. Tc. Dcin each st across. (6dc).

e  For average width foot, change to C2 in last st. Do not turn.

e  For wide width foot, do not change colour. Do not turn.

Sole Edging

Average foot width

With Contrast Color (C2):
Step 1. Tc. 3 dc in same st.
Step 2. Dc in end of each row to heel corner. 3 dc in corner st.
Step 3. 2 dc along heel edge. 3 dc in corner st.
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Step 4. Dc in end of each row to toe corner. 3 dc in corner st.
Step 5. 4 dc along toe-edge. Join to 1** dc with slst. (86 dc)

Breakdown of stitches: 34dc on each side, 2dc on heel, 4dc along toe with 3dc in each of 4 corners = 86 stitches.

Wide foot width
Rnd 1: With C1, work edging as above, using htr(instead of dc).

Change to C2 in last st. (86 htr)
Rnd 2: With C2, dc (or htr for wider) in each st around, maintaining st count. (86 st)

Using the yarn needle, weave in ends. Move your stitch markers to the outer stitch, making sure they stay in line.

Foot Section: Make both shoes the same.

Worked in the Round. Begin working with C1- CShtr (or ch2) is counted as an htr or a BPhtr throughout this

section.

Turn your sole so that the toe end is pointing to the right and the heel is pointing to the

left (the right side (bottom) of the slipper will be facing towards you). The

beginning of the ‘Foot Section’ will be in the Back Loop of the stitch where the top stitch

marker is placed.

Row 1. In C1. Htr in BLO of each dc around, ensuring you have the correct number of

stitches at the end.
Join to top of CShtr with slst. (86htr)
Row 2. In Cl1. (Start Rib) CShtr,
“FPhtr in next st, BPhtr in next st**
Repeat * to ** around, finishing on a FPhtr.
Join to top of CShtr with slst. (86htr — 43 BPhtr, 43 FPhtr) Change colour in last pull through.
Row 3. In C2. Repeat Row 2. (86st)
Row 4. In C1. Repeat Row 2. (86st)
Row 5. In C2. Repeat Row 2. (86st)
Row 6. Repeat Row 5
Row 7. Repeat row 5. (86st, 43 BPhtr, 43 FPhtr).

Row 8. In C1. CShtr, continue rib pattern to the stitch marker stitch (follow it up).

* FPhtr in next st, sk next st* 19 times.
FPhtr in next st. Continue in rib until last st.

Join with slst, change to C2 and cut C1, leaving a tail for weaving in. (67st, 24 BPhtr, 43 FPhtr)
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Row 9.

Row 10.

Row 11.

Row 12.

In C2. CShtr, continue rib pattern to the stitch marker.

FPhtr2tog 10 times.

Continue in rib until last st. Join with slst. (57st, 24 BPhtr, 33 FPhtr)

In C2. (Shape heel) CShtr, continue rib pattern 8 times.

FPhtr in next 7 FPhtr, skipping BPhtr in each case.

8 rib to the stitch marker.

FPhtr2tog 5 times.

Continue in rib until last st. Join with slst. (46st, 18 BPhtr, 28 FPhtr)

In C2. CShtr, continue rib pattern to the Heel.

FPhtr in the 7 FPhtrs, then continue in rib to stitch marker.

FPhtr2tog, FPhtr, FPhtr2tog.

Continue in rib until last st. Join with slst. (44st, 18 BPhtr, 26 FPhtr)

In C2. CShtr, continue rib pattern (including section of 7 FPhtr) to the stitch marker.
FPhtr3tog. Continue in rib until last st. Join with slst. (42st, 18 BPhtr, 24 FPhtr).

Fasten Off. Mark stitch & move stitch marker to the top.

Cuffs: Different for each foot - worked in rows.

Right Shoe.

Row 1.

Row 2.

Row 3.

Row 4.

(Inside) In C1, Ché (this will become the flap for the button-hole).

Then join with a dc to inside of marked stitch on the RHS of the shoe.
Work a dc in each stitch around, heading towards the toe.

Make sure you only create 1 stitch in the top of the FPhtr3tog. Turn. (48 dc)
(Outside) Tc.

Dc in each stitch around. Turn. (48 dc).

(V Stitch row).(Inside) CStr. Sk 1 st.

V stitch (tr, ch1, tr) in next st.

*sk 2 st. V stitch in next st. * 12 times (total of 13 ‘V’s).
Sk2. TR in last 7 stitches.

Change to C2 and cut C1, leaving a long tail to weave in.

Turn. (13 V’s, 7tr at end, 1 tr at start)

(Outside) In C2, Tc. Slst in top of first 7 st.

*Form a Crocodile Stitch (5FPtr down the RHpost of the ‘V’, ch1, 5FPtr up the
LHpost of the ‘V’) in the next ‘V’. Sk next ‘V’.*

Repeat * to ** 6 times. Slst in top of CStr. Turn. (7 ‘Crocodile Scales’, 8 slst).
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Row 5. (Inside) Tc. Dc in top of CStr from 2 rows below, *dc in chsp of Crocodile Stitch, 2 dc in
next 2 tr from 2 rows below. Dc in centre of ‘V’ stitch from previous row around the outside of the join between
the 2 ‘Crocodile Scales’ (this stitch ‘binds’ the scales to the work and gives a decorative touch). D¢ in next 1 tr
from 2 rows below. ** Repeat from * to ** 6 times. Dc in top of each of the 7 TR from 2 rows below. Fasten off.

(42 stitches).

Left Shoe.

Before you start, move the stitch marker on the left hand side of the slipper back towards the heel by 1 stitch.

Row 1. In C1, Join with dc to the marked stitch on the inside of the LHS of the shoe.

Work a dc in each stitch around, heading towards the heel.

Make sure you only create 1 stitch in the top of the FPhtr3tog.

Ché (this will become the flap for the button-hole). Turn. (48 dc)
Row 2. (Outside) Ch1, dc in each stitch around. Turn. (48 dc).

Row 3. (V Stitch row). (Inside) CStr, 6tr, sk 2 st, V stitch (tr, ch1l, tr) in next st. *sk 2 st. V stitch in next st. * 12 times

(total of 13 “V’s). sk1. TR in last stitch. Change to C2 and cut C1, leaving a long tail to weave in. (13 ‘V’s, 7tr at
start, 1 tr at end) Turn.

Row 4. (Outside) In C2. Tc.

*Form a Crocodile Stitch in the first ‘V’, (5FPtr down the RHpost of the ‘V’, ch1, 5FPtr up the LHpost of the
V).
Sk next ‘V’.* Repeat 6 times.
Slst in top of Slst in top of last 5 st. Turn. (7 ‘Crocodile Scales’, 7 slst).
Row 5. (Inside) Tc. Dc in top of each of the 7 TR from 2 rows below.
Dc in top of tr from 2 rows below,
*dc in chsp of Crocodile Stitch, 2 dc in next 2 tr from 2 rows below.

Dc in centre of ‘V’ stitch from previous row around the outside of the join between the 2 ‘Crocodile Scales’ (this

stitch ‘binds’ the scales to the work and gives a decorative touch).
Dc in next 1 tr from 2 rows below. **
Repeat from * to ** 6 times.

Dc in last st from 2 rows below. Fasten off. (39 stitches).

Finishing:

Step 1. Using the yarn needle, weave in ends & remove stitch markers
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Step 2. On each shoe, sew button onto the 4th stitch of the section of 7 tr from Row 3 so that it lines up with the
‘V’in the middle of the Crocodile Scale.
Step 3. Enjoy your slippers!
